Proposal:

Design Review discussion for two potential final development plans for the entirety of the Eastline
Project Planned Unit Development. The applicant is requesting to process each development scheme for
the property concurrently. The site encompasses the entire city block between Broadway, Telegraph
Avenue, 21st and 22nd Streets. The different development plans are as follows:

Scheme A — Proposal would include a mixed-use development with approximately 85,000 square feet
of ground floor retail, approximately 18,000 square feet of community and/or assembly space,
approximately 880,000 square feet of office in a mid-rise building varying from 12 to 16 stories, and
395 dwelling units within a high-rise tower of approximately 400 feet in height at the corner of
Broadway and 22nd Street. Case Number PLN16440-PUDFO1.

Scheme B — Proposal would include a mixed-use development with approximately 72,000 square feet
of ground floor retail, approximately 23,000 square feet of community and/or assembly space, and
approximately 1,600,000 square feet of office use. The building would include mid-rise massing for
most of the site from 12 to 16 stories and a large office tower along the Broadway frontage that would
be 28 stories and reach a height of approximately 420 feet. Case Number PLN16440-PUDF02.
