Credit is an income tax credit available to businesses of all sizes that want to expand in or relocate
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to California. The program considers factors such as the number of jobs created or retained and the
proposed compensation. Applications for the first of three cycles this fiscal year are being accepted
through Monday, August 20. A webinar on Monday, August 13 will provide an overview of the
program, insight on evaluation criteria and step-by-step application instructions.
