a. Provide for charges that reflect the cost, wher deemed appropriate by the City
Council, of services provided by the City of Qakiand, Services include personiel,
facilities. or equipment.

4, Provide for annual revision of charges.

Al the same meeting, the Council passed Ordinance Na. 9337, C.M.S5. which amended
or repealed certain sections of Oakland City Codes and certain ordinances and
resol.tions, as nhecessary, to effect the Master Fee Schedule. The effect of this
ordinance was {0 delele or amend any existing references {0 charges or charge policy.
Any charges or charge policies are to appear only in the Master Fee Schedule.

1. General Responsibilities

ity Manager

The City Manager, shall be responsible for the general maintenance and contro! of the
Master Fee Schedule, including, but not fimited to:

1. The review of all requests far the addition to, or the delstion, or modification of
charges ar palicies in the Master Fee Schedule;

2. The maintenance of the Master Fee Schedule, including annual revisions. and
reprinting of the document, upon Coungil approval of modifications;

3. Ensuring that ordinances passed into law which affect the City's charges become
part of the Master Fee Schedule; and

4, Reviewing the City's charges on a regular basis to make certain: 1) that they

reflect the cost of services provided by the City; and 2} that they provide equity in
distributing the cost burden onto the service recipient and the taxpayers,
consistent with sound fiscal and management principles.

These respaonsibilities currently are performed by the Budget Office under the City
Manager supervision and control.

Other Depariments

All agencies/departments that levy charges or tne public shall be responsible to the City
Manager for:

1. including all charges which are levied an the public in the Master Foe
Schedule;
2. Keeping updated copies of the Master Fee Schedule available anc in clear

dispiay far the public;




3. Propasing fees which reflect the cost of services provided by the City; and

Reviewing their charges annually, or upon changes in the cost of providing
service (such as union-negotiated increases), and propasing changes in
charges consistent with the intent of the Master Fee Schedule.

V.  Annual Review and Approval

The City Manager shall be responsible for coordinating an annual review of the Master
Fee Schedule in canjunction with the two-year budget or mid-cycle budget. The
purpases of the review are: 1) to adjust charges to reflect changes in the cost of
praviding services,; 2) implement new charges; and 3) delete charges that are ne longer
used. Although the need for charge modifications should be methodically considerec
during the annual update, this should not be construed to preclude the implementation
af new charges at any time ouring the year.

Every vear during the budget process (May-June), the City Manager, shall prepare an
agenda report for the City Council, outlining modifications to charges proposed for the
following year, with anticipated revenue changes by depariment. The agenda report
must he accompanied by an ordinance reflecting the proposed changes, for Counci
consideration and approval. The Council shall approve any proposed changes by July
“ of the fiscal year for which the proposed changes are proposed.

The Budget Office, under the direction and supervision of the City Manager currently
performs these functions.

Nothwithstanding the foregoing to the conwary, in the event that the
Developer determines that it is necessary to remove or suspend the use of a portion of the
femporary trail improvements, the Developer shall use commerciajty reasonable efforts to
establich an alternate route along sidewalks within or adjacent ta the Project to maintain access.
Fhie alternate routes and timing associated therewith shall be established in consultation with the
City. The parties acknowledge that there may be time when construction within or adjacent to
the Project will prevent the Developer from maintaining access (either along the temporary trail
improvements or alternatc routcs) and in sueh an evenl, the Developer shall provide the City and

public with a minimum of 72 hour’s notice regarding the location and ciosure of the expected
duration of such interruptions. A ’

Suhject to the foregoing, the temporary trail improvemennts shall be open to the public (z) after
the formation and funding of the CSD/CFD and (b) from dawn-to dusk. The C8D/CED shall be
responsibic for the maintenance of the temporary trail improvements.

Inclemnity obligeations of Develaper, City and CSD pertaining to thc' obligations in Exhibit N are
set forih in Section 4,16 of the Devclopment Agreement,
