An appeal shall be on a form provided by the
Bureau of Planning-Zoning Division and submitted electronically to the Case Planner. Specific
instructions for filing the appeal, including fees and deadlines for filing, will be included in the decision
letter. The appeal shall state specifically wherein it is claimed there was error or abuse of discretion by
the City of Oakland or wherein the decision is not supported by substantial evidence and must include
payment in accordance with the City of Oakland Master Fee Schedule. Failure to file a timely appeal
will preclude you from challenging the City’s decision in court. The appeal itself must raise every issue
that is contested along with all the arguments and evidence previously entered into the record during the
previously mentioned public comment period described above. Failure to do so will preclude you from
raising such issues during the appeal hearing and/or in court.

Revision to a project that would demolish an existing structure, merge
three lots into one new lot, and construct a new five-story multi-family
residential condominium development. The revision would increase the
number of units from 92 to 166 by converting all the units to studios and
not include condominiums in the project.

The project includes 51 moderate income affordable units under the State
Density Bonus Law, which provides waivers to allow portions of the
building to exceed the required 1:1 height-to-setback ratio at the rear and
2,990 square-foot of useable open space where 13,800 square feet is
required.

The revision would also change Condition of Approval #26 to require,
prior to issuance of a Building Permit, approval from the Department of
Toxic Substance Control and/or Alameda County, as applicable, the soil
remediation measures required to assure the site is safe for residential
use. The prior condition limited Alameda County to be the only possible
approval agency and was required to be fulfilled prior to the application
for a Building Permit.
