The order of items will be determined under Agenda Discussion at the beginning of the 
meeting. With the exception of Open Forum, a new item will not be called after 
10:15pm, and the meeting will adjourn no later than 10:30pm, unless the meeting is 
extended by the Chair with the consent of a majority of the Board Members present.
