Mr. Corona outlined the updated bike plan’s new approach:

o New engagement and outreach strategies

o Collaboration

o0 Expand adaptive bike share pilot
0 ADA access next to separated bike lanes, including
accessible parking and pedestrian right of way

Three public speakers commented as follows:

o Concern about equity in the survey process because

interest cards via postal mail are not accessible to the
visually impaired.

Commended the bike plan for focusing on people, not just
pavement, and better focusing on disadvantaged
communities, including persons with disabilities

Concern about lack of information in the bike plan for the
Coliseum area because of low number of surveys.

e Commissioners commented as follows:

o Out of concern for individuals with intellectual and

developmental disabilities, please apply Vision Zero
policy to increase pedestrian visibility and access in
relation to bicyclists

Scooter access in bike lanes and enforcement of scooters
on sidewalks

Increased bicycle capacity on AC Transit and BART

Mr. Corona responded that scooter stencils will be
painted in bike lanes, and only the police department can
handle enforcement of scooters on sidewalks. There has
been discussion across agencies about adding more
bicycle lockers for transit systems.

Mr. Nguyen announced that this month marks the 29"
anniversary of the ADA. Also, a committee is being formed
to start planning for the 30™ anniversary next year, which will
include a resource fair and other activities.
