MCPD July 2024 minutes 1
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Chair Baroudi called the meeting to order at 5:32.
Roll Call

e Atroll call, quorum was established with seven of eleven
commissioners present.

Open Forum: Assata Olugbata expressed concern over the apparent lack
of diversity. And those who are impacted the greatest, such as the
homeless community, the youth community. Families for Equity
representing issues with RCEB — lack of services, lack of vendor equity.
Black vendors not getting clientele. She has a child with a disability who is
successful because he was treated like everyone else.

Approval Of Minutes

e Comm. Lynne made a motion to approve the May 2024 minutes.
Comm. Smith seconded. Motion was approved 7-O0.

Commissioner’s Announcements

e Comm. Roh introduced herself.
e Chair Baroudi mentioned the presentation to Life Enrichment

Committee, including hybrid attendance for commissioners. On
Wednesday, Embarcadero West is having a community meeting.

MCPD July 2024 minutes 2
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e Comm. Lynne stated that there is diversity in MCPD, as some
Commissioners have invisible disabilities. She welcomes suggestions
how to improve in this area and encourage folks to apply to serve on
the Commission.

Department of Violence Prevention Ceasefire Program

e The presenters from DVP had not arrived.
Comm. Aure arrived at 5:45.

AC Transit ReAlign Project

e Maria Henderson and David Berman from AC Transit began their
presentation.

e The presentation was interrupted by a medical emergency. The
meeting went into recess.

Bay Area Housing Finance Authority Housing Bond

¢ Irene Farnsworth from BAHFA gave her presentation.

e Comm. Cloyd asked how BAHFA defines disability. Ms. Farnsworth
replied that BAHFA followed state law.

e Comm. Stevens asked if BAHFA had a relationship with California
Housing Finance Authority. Ms. Farnsworth replied that there was no
formal relationship, but that BAHFA's director is in touch with them.

e Comm. Lynne pointed out that middle-class disabled people don't fall
under the income guidelines but still need accessible housing. Are
you going to make exceptions for them? There are few accessible
units. Ms. Farnsworth replied that BAHFA follows statutory
guidelines, but housing can be built up to 120% of area median
iIncome. She also noted that Doorway Housing Portal is a single
search platform for the whole region. Comm. Lynne asked if people
would be able to relocate, or have to stay in the same area. Ms.
Farnsworth replied that BAHFA won’t run applications.

e Comm. Smith asked if these plans would be in addition to regional
initiatives. Ms. Farnsworth replied that 72,000 additional homes would
be built, and that there is a pipeline of housing waiting to be built but
needing financing.

MCPD July 2024 minutes 3
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Comm. Stevens asked what relationship the bond had to Section 8,
811, etc. Ms. Farnsworth replied that those would be used as ongoing
funding sources, and that bond and other funds would be used for
construction.

Comm. Roh mentioned that the presentation included various types

of units, but asked if they were near transit. Ms. Farnsworth replied

that BAHFA’s equity framework included transit-oriented
development, that BAHFA is part of MTC, and that there are already
programs to build housing near transit.

Comm. Lynne asked if climate considerations included air

conditioning and air filtration. Ms. Farnsworth replied that they mainly

focused on greenhouse gas emissions and vehicle miles traveled, but
that there may be metrics around building materials. She added that
lowering construction costs was key. Comm. Lynne replied that
cheap flooring contains formaldehyde.

Chair Baroudi asked if the distribution of funds was equitable. Ms.

Farnsworth replied that it was not, due to statutory guidelines. Chair

Baroudi asked if the flex funds from the bond could be used for

equity. Ms. Farnsworth replied that funds would be returned to

counties based on their tax contributions, but that counties may
allocate their funds as they wish. Chair Baroudi asked if Oakland had
its own allocation. Ms. Farnsworth replied that it did, and that cities
receiving funds are required to build with them. Chair Baroudi asked
what metrics were used. Ms. Farnsworth replied that the metrics used
include how many units meet ADA requirements. Chair Baroudi
asked about public participation. Ms. Farnsworth replied that BAHFA
holds public meetings that are noticed, three meetings each month.

e Sheela Gunn stated that there is a need to tip the scales towards
housing for those with extremely low income, and that they can't
afford to live in many places in the region. They asked if the places
where housing would be built have transportation, and if the
presentation was accessible, because they want to share it.

e Assata Olugbata asked if the housing would be built in places with

homeowner’s associations, and stated that places that pay more

property tax get more money, including 410 million for Oakland. She
then asked if there was a formula to distinguish between groups such
as seniors, disabled, and homeless. Ms. Farnsworth replied that
funds were distributed by county, and that BAHFA publishes
accessible materials.

MCPD July 2024 minutes 4
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Motion made by Comm. Cloyd, seconded by Comm. Smith, to reorder the
agenda. Passed with no opposition.

Department of Violence Prevention Ceasefire Program

Daniela Medina gave her presentation.

Comm. Smith asked if Ms. Medina was looking for specific feedback
from MCPD. Ms. Medina replied that the direct service providers that
DVP uses don’t have much knowledge of disability, even though
some people become disabled through gun violence. Comm. Smith
asked what would be the best way to get involved. Ms. Medina invited
Comm. Smith to reach out to her.

Comm. Stevens asked if DVP had a relationship with the Crisis
Response Project of East Bay Regional Center. Ms. Medina replied
that they did not, and clarified an earlier comment, stating that CPSC
Is California Partnership for Safe Communities.

Vice Chair Bartu asked if material assistance was available. Ms.
Medina replied that DVP works with agencies that provide mental
health services and housing for their participant.

Chair Baroudi asked how staffing was proceeding. Ms. Medina
replied that the new budget gives DVP 4 more life coaches.

Sheela Gunn mentioned that CRIL is the independent living center
serving southern Alameda County and TheCIL is the one serving
northern Alameda County, that both centers are also aging and
disability resource centers that work with older adults, and that there
might be synergy there.

Staff Updates and Announcements

Netflix has announced the launch of a fellowship program dedicated
to supporting writers and filmmakers with disabilities. Applications for
this transformative opportunity are open until July 31.

StaceyFest, a project of the Disability Justice Culture Club, will be the
first disability culture festival in recent memory. The festival will be
held July 20", 2024 from 12 to 5 at Frank Ogawa Plaza in
Oakland/unceded Ohlone land, during July because it is Disability
Pride Month.

e Assembly Bill (AB) 133 (Behavioral Health Continuum
Infrastructure Program or BHCIP):

* S1+ billion to fund behavioral health facilities, particularly
locked ones

* Proposition 1 added up to $4.393 billion
2022
e Senate Bill (SB) 929: Data collection on involuntary holds

e SB1227: Allows second 30-day involuntary hold for “gravely
disabled” persons (after a 3-, 14-, and first 30-day hold)

e SB 1338 (CARE Court): New court system to order treatment for
“schizophrenia spectrum and other psychotic disorders”
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Recent Past Legislation

2023 (non-Proposition-1 bills)

e SB 35: CARE Court updates
 Weakens requirements for presiding officers

e Allows and requires disclosure of medical records to counties
in CARE Court cases without patient consent
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Recent Past Legislation

2023 (non-Proposition-1 bills)

e SB 43: Expands “gravely disabled” definition

 Now includes “severe substance use disorder” as a sufficient
diagnosis and inability to provide for “personal safety” or
“necessary medical care” as criteria

e Allows health practitioners’ statements in medical records to
enter involuntary hold and conservatorship hearings without
the health practitioner’s presence

e Most counties except San Francisco and San Luis Obispo
delayed implementation (Alameda County to January 1, 2026)
because California currently has zero existing facilities for
forced SUD treatment
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Proposition 1:

$6.38 Billion Bond (AB 531)

Permanent supportive housing ($1.987 billion)
e 4,350 units (5456,781 per unit plus interest)
e 2,350 of 4,350 units (S1.065 billion) for veterans

e 4,350 units would house 2.4% of 181,399 unhoused in California
in 2023 (2023 Annual Homeless Assessment Report)
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Proposition 1:
$6.38 Billion Bond (AB 531)

Treatment facilities (S4.393 billion)

6,800 beds ($646,029 per bed plus interest)

Bill and proponents promised that it would fund only unlocked
facilities for voluntary, community-based treatment

Bill amended 81 hours before final passage to delete all the
unlocked, voluntary, and community-based language and insert
euphemisms for locked facilities (“acute and subacute care”)

Adds the funds to BHCIP and repeals 2027 BHCIP sunset (to
allocate more future budget dollars for facility construction)

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Proposition 1:

Behavioral Health Services Act (SB 326)

Original Mental Health Services Act

e Passed in 2004 as Proposition 63 after advocacy by Mad and
disabled people, families, and clinicians

* Funded by 1% tax on incomes over $1 million

e Cannot be used for long-term institutionalization or
conservatorship

* Budgeting and data collection and evaluation overseen by the
Mental Health Services Oversight and Accountability
Commission (MHSOAC), including real (and reimbursed)
participation by people with serious mental illness (SMI)
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Proposition 1:
Behavioral Health Services Act (SB 326)

Behavioral Health Services Act

Renames the Mental Health Services Act the Behavioral Health
Services Act

Unchanged amount of funding must now also cover substance
use disorder treatment and new housing

Unclear if can now fund long-term institutionalization or
conservatorship

Moves most of the budgeting and evaluation authority from the
more independent MHSOAC to the governor’s office via the
Department of Health Care Services (DHCS)
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Currently Pending Legislation

SB 26: Scholarships for mental health clinicians who agree to
implement CARE Court for 3 years after licensure

SB 42: Notice to CARE Court petitioners of case dispositions

SB 402: Expands initial involuntary hold (5150) authority to
private practice therapists

SB 1184: Allows Riese involuntary medication orders to last into
subsequent involuntary holds

SB 1238: Authorizes existing mental health facilities also to hold
involuntary patients with standalone substance use disorders
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Institutions for Mental Diseases Exclusion

e |nstitutions for Mental Diseases (IMD) Exclusion:
Social Security Amendments of 1965 prohibit Medicaid funds
from paying for treatment in mental health facilities > 16 beds

e California Behavioral Health Community-Based Organized
Networks of Equitable Care and Treatment (BHCONNECT)

Demonstration:
Application for an IMD exclusion waiver in California
