a. OFCY Update from Mike Wetzel, Program Planner
b. OFCY was voter approved and gets reauthorized every 12 years. Passed in 1996 and gives grants for direct services that help prevent crime/violence, help kids graduate, and have access to after school programs. Applies to Oakland youth ages 0-21

c. Providing 154 program grants to different agencies, no grants are made to for-profit agencies (i.e., Girls Inc., La Clínica de la Raza, YR Media, OUSD)
d. 2019 OFCY Funding: $19,819,772
i. Commissioner Questions

ii. Do you all work with Children’s Hospital? Particularly for therapy? No, they haven’t applied for it.
iii. How do you all choose what programs to allocate your funding towards? We try to make it an open and fair process, they have to submit documentation that says they’re a non-profit organization. There is a strategy to favor family resource centers in East Oakland. We do outreach to have everyone apply, weed through the ones who don’t qualify, recruit lots of external readers to read, review, and score to applicants, take them to City Council and get some push back. It is an opportunity to think, “What do you want to see in Oakland in the future?” 
iv. How do you determine what issues are most important to counter, like homelessness or youth employment, for example? Through planning, listening, and analysis of what’s already out there. We’re not going to put all of our eggs in one basket, so it is important to really talk to parents, students, community leaders, etc. It’s important in Oakland to support families that can’t do as much as people with money.
e. Planning for next Strategic Plan- listening to Council, looking at scale and scope of plan, learning from current strategies, working with OYAC
i. HOW OYAC CAN HELP: starting now, work to identify community needs, identify ways for youth input and participation. In the fall 2020, co-lead community engagement events, provide direction on draft strategies, spread the word, provide direction on draft strategies, etc.
