o Properties receiving grants are NOT eligible for further assistance for seven (7)
years.

MAXIMUM GRANT AMOUNT:

e $40,000-Grants are limited to the amount needed to correct lead
hazards, interior painting, exterior painting and/or soil treatment.

e Total household income must meet the Income Limits criteria.
INCOME: ¢ Income of all household members 18 or older, including house/roommates, will
be considered to determine income eligibility.
